Prepares the student for English 1A and a variety of academic disciplines. Five hours of supplemental learning in a Success Center that supports this course are required.

Quizzes – There will be grammar and BUA Quizzes weekly. Attendance is crucial. Each student is allowed to make up one BUA Quiz Set (quiz + reflection) during the semester. This must be done within 5 days of the quiz. Save this makeup for a true emergency.  
Essays – Essays will be a combination of at-home work and in-class work. You are expected to improve with each essay. When you turn in a Final Draft, attach two copies with perfect formatting, the Rough Draft, Prewriting, related activities, AND possibly the previous graded essay. Final Drafts may be turned in one class late (for -2 points).
Homework – Take responsibility for your education. Homework will not always be assigned or checked. That doesn’t mean you don’t have any. You ALWAYS have homework. Look at your graded essays and practice the grammar marked on them.  
Assignment deadlines might change. You are expected to know about the changes even if you are absent during the announcements. I suggest that you exchange email and phone numbers with a few classmates to use as a resource.  Also, check the website daily. 
Please make every effort to be in class each day. No late HW is accepted. This includes Rough Drafts.  Do not email homework if you are absent. Send it with a classmate. If you are absent when we do something, you get 0 points for that activity.
In-Class Assignments – Various in-class assignments will be given to students during the course of the semester which will be included in the grading of essays. Even though the activities don’t hold points, they will reflect in your essay grade. 
Attendance/Participation – Attending class is critical to your understanding of the material.  Therefore, your success in the course depends heavily upon regular class attendance and participation.
